This position is that of a registered nurse and expert clinician with advanced educational
preparation, expanded knowledge, and strong clinical expertise in mental healthcare delivery and
health promotion. Certification in specialty areas is desired. The incumbent serves as a psychiatric
nurse practitioner with a primary responsibility for providing comprehensive primary
psychiatric/mental health care to patients through application of an advanced level of professional
nursing competence. The incumbent carries out complex assignments using a variety of
medical/nursing procedures to provide a broad range of direct primary psychiatric and mental
health care services.

Major Duties and Responsibilities

Diagnosis and treats a wide range of mental health problems, including acute and chronic mental
disorders.

Collects in-depth patient histories; performs physical examinations; assesses mental health needs;
diagnoses and treats health and developmental problems; orders and interprets lab tests; prescribes
medication and non-pharmacological therapies; and counsels patients and family members on
mental health maintenance and care options.

Develops and implements a plan of care to meet patient mental health needs and provide
treatment for mental illness and disorders.

Prescribes, manages, and monitors psychotropic (psychopharmacological) medications and other
treatments.

Identifies patient mental health and medical educational needs, and provides comprehensive,
personalized health education, individual/group/family therapy, and counseling to patients and
their families on mental health diagnoses and treatment, health maintenance, and wellness.

Maintains awareness of available community mental health resources and utilizes or refers
patients to those resources as appropriate.

Consults and collaborates with physicians and other members of the health care team in providing
comprehensive mental health care to patients, referring more complex cases to psychiatrists or
other physician specialists.

Provides direction, guidance, and oversight to other health care personnel.

Provides psychosocial support to patients and family members. Consults with and refers patients
to appropriate specialty providers and command and community resources as necessary.

Participates in departmental continues improvement programs and processes.

Performs all other duties procedures and assignments as directed by the Nurse Leader and/or
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Medical Director of specialty area.

Applies computer skills in the performance of duties. Utilizes personal computers, internet,
AHLTA and CHCS computer systems for data retrieval, clinical documentation and research.
